1. Style of manuscripts

1.1. Abstract

An abstract of about 100 words, and five to seven keywords must be included before the main text. 

1.2. Fonts, indentation,…

The manuscript should be typed single-spaced, with 3 cm margins (Top, Bottom, Left, Right: 3 cm), on A4 format. The paper length must be minim of 6 and maximum of 15 pages. 

Use Times New Roman fonts, size 10 (Styles Normal), justified. Spacing: “At least 12” (see FORMAT -> PARAGRAPH ->SPACING.)

Indentations: 7 mm for all paragraphs. Never use tabs. 

These instructions are written according to the required style.

1.3. Title, headings

The paper title should have size 14, bold face, centered, “title” style (see Format, change case -> title). Distance between title and text: double space. 

Authors’ name follows in Boldface size 12, centered, after two spaces. The authors’ affiliation is in Italics, size 10, centered (see title of this document).

Section headings: first heading size 12, boldface; second heading size 11, italic. 

1.5. Figures and diagrams 

Figures and diagrams should be included in the file on the diskette. Photographs are accepted only in special cases.

References (notice: “References” heading not numbered)

Only references to published work, made in the text, and should be listed in the Reference section, at the end of the paper. References should be listed according to the alphabetical order and numbered consecutively. In the text, references should be indicated by Arabic numerals in square brackets. The reference style is as follows. For papers published in journals: name(s) and initial(s) of the authors, title of the paper, title of the journal, volume number, (year), pages (pp.), Publisher. Please use automatic numbering. For instance: 

[1] J. J. Johnson, W. W. Watson: Paper on intelligent systems applications, Journal XXX, vol. 10, (1997), no. 10, YYY Press, pp. 193-206. 

For papers published in volumes: name(s) and initial(s) of the author(s), title of the paper, title of the volume, Editor(s), Publisher, year, town, country, pages. For instance:

systems Applications, (Editor: W. W. Watson), vol. 2, YYY Press, 1997, Lausanne, Switzerland, pp. 193-206. 

Format required:

[2]. J. J. Johnson: Paper on intelligent systems applications. Proceedings of Conference on Intelligent systems Applications, (Editor: W. W. Watson), vol. 2, YYY Press, 1997, Lausanne, Switzerland, pp. 193-206. 

1.7. Language

Papers should be written in English (preferably US English). Language should be perfect. 

Send your paper preferably by e-mail, on the address: ecit2002@etc.tuiasi.ro (Sending submissions by e-mail is strongly encouraged. Archiving – WinZip –  the document is recommended.) Alternatively, send the paper by mail and include a diskette (1.4 M) that contains the manuscript, in MS-Word (IBM PC). On the label of the diskette, the name of the corresponding author, the first three words of the title and the text processor version used should be indicated. A hard copy of the paper and of the copyright transfer form should be sent too. 

A signed Copyright Transfer Form must be accompanying any submission (see below).

Unpublished data or private communications should not appear in the reference list. If appropriate, include such information in the text, in round brackets, or as footnotes.
